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1. Executive Summary

· More than nine in ten Canadians (94%) recall seeing, reading, or hearing about Canadian Forces operations currently taking place in Afghanistan, an increase from eight in ten (81%) in January. Those who recall seeing, reading, or hearing about the mission most often cite deaths of Canadian soldiers/recent deaths of Canadian soldiers (44%). This is not surprising as the fieldwork was completed shortly after four more Canadian soldiers were killed in Afghanistan. Awareness is highest in Ontario, where the four soldiers were based. Based on what they have seen, read, or heard, the main objective of the Canadian Forces mission in Afghanistan is peacekeeping/bringing stability (51%, unchanged from January). 

· This heightened awareness also spills over to awareness of three more specific aspects of Canada’s involvement. Canada’s military operations in Afghanistan garners the highest awareness level, with three in four (75%, 52% in January) saying they recall seeing, reading, or hearing about these operations. Nearly half (47%, 28% in January) say they recall seeing, reading, or hearing about Canada’s development or reconstruction efforts in Afghanistan, while one in three (33%, 14% in January) recall seeing, reading, or hearing about Canada’s diplomatic work in Afghanistan.

· Support for Canada’s activities in Afghanistan remains steady, with half (51%) supporting the mission, including one in five (21%) who express strong support. Support levels are virtually unchanged since January (52% overall support, 22% strong support).
· When it comes to the three main activities in which Canada is participating in Afghanistan, development and reconstruction receives the highest level of support (74%), followed by diplomatic work, (69%) and finally, military operations (49%). 

· When provided with more detail about Canada’s involvement in Afghanistan, support increases (from 51% to 65% overall support). Strong support increases slightly (from 21% to 24%), however we see an increase of twelve percentage points when it comes to those who somewhat support Canada’s involvement (from 29% to 41%).  This more informed or post-communication measure of support is slightly lower than in January when the post-communication support was 69 percent.
· Few believe Canada is working on its own in Afghanistan (5%), a wide majority (91%) correctly agree that Canada is working with other countries to carry out development, reconstruction, and military activities.

· About two in three Canadians (67%) believe that all countries should have a similar role in Afghanistan and take part in all types of operations, however, seven in ten Canadians (69%) agree that some countries limit what their Forces do in Afghanistan, such as not taking part in combat operations, while slightly fewer (64%) agree that some countries limit where their forces can go in Afghanistan, for example only operating in the North or South of the country. Fewer Canadians (41%) believe that all countries have a similar role in Afghanistan and take part in all types of operations.

· Half of Canadians (49%) believe that the Canadian Forces currently see more combat duty than other countries, while one in ten (11%) believe they see less. One in three (35%) are of the opinion that the Canadian Forces see about the same level of combat duty as other countries. Few (7%) believe that the Forces should take on more combat duty, while a majority (61%) would like to see them take on about the same level of combat duty as other forces. Three in ten (29%) say they should take on less of this type of duty. 
2. Rapport sommaire

· Plus de neuf Canadiens sur dix (94 %) se souviennent d’avoir vu, lu ou entendu quelque chose sur les opérations actuellement menées par les Forces canadiennes en Afghanistan, une augmentation par rapport à huit sur dix (81 %) en janvier. Ceux qui se souviennent d’avoir vu, lu ou entendu quelque chose sur la mission citent le plus souvent la mort/les récents décès de soldats canadiens (44 %), un résultat prévisible puisque les entrevues ont été menées peu après la mort de quatre autres soldats canadiens en Afghanistan. C’est en Ontario, où les quatre soldats étaient basés, que la connaissance est la plus élevée. D’après ce que les répondants ont vu, lu ou entendu au sujet des opérations des Forces canadiennes en Afghanistan, les principaux objectifs de cet effort sont le maintien de la paix/apporter la stabilité (51 %, inchangé par rapport à janvier). 
· La meilleure connaissance influe également sur trois aspects plus précis de la participation du Canada. Les opérations militaires du Canada en Afghanistan présentent le degré de connaissance le plus élevé, trois répondants sur quatre (75 %, 52 % en janvier) disant se souvenir d’avoir vu, lu ou entendu quelque chose à ce sujet. Près de la moitié (47 %, 28 % en janvier) des répondants disent se souvenir d’avoir vu, lu ou entendu quelque chose sur les efforts de développement et de reconstruction du Canada en Afghanistan, tandis qu’un sur trois (33 %, 14 % en janvier) se souvient d’avoir vu, lu ou entendu quelque chose sur les efforts diplomatiques du Canada en Afghanistan.

· L’appui aux actions du Canada en Afghanistan reste stable; la moitié (51 %) des répondants sont pour la mission, et un sur cinq l’est fortement (21 %). Les niveaux d’appui sont pratiquement inchangés depuis janvier (52 % pour dans l’ensemble, 22 % fortement pour). 
· Lorsqu’il est question des trois principales actions dans lesquelles le Canada est engagé en Afghanistan, ce sont les travaux de développement et de reconstruction qui reçoivent l’appui le plus élevé (74 %), suivis des efforts diplomatiques (69 %) et, en dernier, des opérations militaires (49 %). 

· Lorsqu’on donne aux répondants plus de renseignements sur la participation du Canada en Afghanistan, l’appui augmente (de 51 % à 65 % pour l’appui général). Le nombre de répondants qui sont fortement pour augmente légèrement (de 21 % à 24 %), mais on constate une augmentation de 12 points de pourcentage de ceux qui sont plutôt pour la participation du Canada (de 29 % à 41 %). Cette mesure de l’appui auprès du répondant mieux renseigné ou postcommunication est légèrement inférieure à celle de janvier, alors que l’appui postcommunication était de 69 pour cent. 
· Peu de répondants croient que le Canada travaille seul en Afghanistan (5 %); une vaste majorité des répondants (91 %) affirment avec raison que le Canada travaille avec d’autres pays en Afghanistan pour contribuer au développement et à la reconstruction et mener des actions militaires.

· Environ deux Canadiens sur trois (67 %) estiment que tous les pays devraient avoir un rôle similaire en Afghanistan et participer à tous les types d’opérations. Toutefois, sept Canadiens sur dix (69 %) sont d’accord pour dire que certains pays limitent les actions de leurs troupes en Afghanistan, par exemple en ne participant pas aux opérations de combat, tandis qu’ils sont moins nombreux (64 %) à être d’accord pour dire que certains pays limitent les endroits où leurs troupes peuvent aller en Afghanistan, par exemple en se déployant seulement dans le nord ou dans le sud du pays. Les Canadiens sont moins nombreux (41 %) à croire que tous les pays ont un rôle semblable en Afghanistan et participent à tous les types d’opérations.

· La moitié des Canadiens (49 %) croient qu’à l’heure actuelle, les Forces canadiennes voient plus d’obligations de combat que les autres pays, et un sur dix (11 %) est d’avis contraire. Un répondant sur trois (35 %) est d’avis que les Forces canadiennes voient autant d’opérations de combat que les autres pays. Peu de répondants (7 %) estiment que les Forces canadiennes devraient combattre plus, tandis qu’une majorité d’entre eux (61 %) aimeraient qu’ils combattent à peu près autant que la plupart des autres pays. Trois sur dix (29 %) affirment qu’ils devraient combattre moins. 

3. Background and Methodology
Background

Since January 2005, the Government of Canada has tracked awareness and support for Canada’s activities in Afghanistan. Various studies have been conducted to monitor the evolving public environment: quantitative annual studies; a weekly-rolling study over a 6- month period; and numerous qualitative research approaches. The issue has been tracked on syndicated and custom instruments alike. In addition, a series of questions have tracked the potential impact activities in Afghanistan may have on the Canadian Forces’ recruitment efforts.

Results have been fairly consistent: approximately half of Canadians are aware of military operations in Afghanistan (while about one out of four are aware of reconstruction work and less than one out five are aware of diplomatic efforts); half of Canadians support the mission, the other half doesn’t; knowledge of Canadian International Development Agency and Department of Foreign Affairs and International Trade activities enhance overall support for the mission by approximately 10-15 percentage points; knowledge and/or perceptions of Canadian Forces activities in Afghanistan negatively impacts stated intention to join or recommend the Canadian Forces as a place of employment.

The stability of these trends, despite fluctuations in the public environment and media attention, suggests that a quarterly tracking schedule would be sufficient in most cases to track the evolution of public opinion.

With government directives limiting research expenditures and freezing the purchase of syndicated studies, conducting this omnibus study has become one of the main research priorities of the Department of National Defence and a key source of information to support decision-making and inform communications activities.

Research Objectives

The objective of the research was to assess the views of Canadians on Canada’s mission in Afghanistan as well as measure support for the mission, and awareness and knowledge of the priorities related to the mission. A total of 17 questions were fielded in this research. The data in this report is tracked to the Views of the Canadians Forces research conducted for the Department of National Defence in January 2009 and all references to ‘January’ in the data and charts refer to this study.
Fieldwork

Questions were fielded on the Canadian Ipsos Reid Express Telephone Omnibus between March 24th and 26th, 2009. A subset of questions was fielded between March 31st and April 2nd to obtain data that was missing due to a scripting error in the initial survey.

4. Detailed Findings

Increase in Awareness Surrounding CF Operations in Afghanistan

More than nine in ten Canadians (94%) recall seeing, reading, or hearing about Canadian Forces operations currently taking place in Afghanistan, an increase from eight in ten (81%) in January. This includes nearly three-quarters (72%) who clearly recall doing so and one in five (22%) whose recollection is more vague. Just six percent say they do not recall seeing, reading, or hearing anything about Canadian Forces operations currently taking place in Afghanistan. 
Those who recall seeing, reading, or hearing about the mission most often cite deaths of Canadian soldiers/recent deaths of Canadian soldiers (44%). This is not surprising as the fieldwork was completed shortly after four more Canadian soldiers were killed in Afghanistan. Awareness is highest in Ontario, where the four soldiers were based. 
One in four (25%) mentioned media, while fifteen percent mentioned casualties/deaths/injuries more generally. Eight percent mentioned hearing about when Canadians will pull out of Afghanistan or about an extension of the end date, and the same proportion (8%) have heard that that the mission is in trouble.
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While awareness levels are high overall, we do see higher levels among:

· Residents of Ontario (97%), whereas Quebecers express lower awareness (89%);

· Those with higher levels of educational attainment (peaking at 97% among university graduates); and,

· Older Canadians (peaking at 96% among those 55 years of age or older).

Peacekeeping and bringing stability seen as main objective of Afghan mission

As was the case in January, respondents say that based on what they have seen, read, or heard, the main objective of the Canadian Forces mission in Afghanistan is peacekeeping/bringing stability (51%, unchanged from January). Freeing the Afghan people (20%), reconstruction/humanitarian assistance (16%), and eliminating the Taliban (13%) were other top mentions.
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Increased awareness of Canada’s military, diplomatic, and development and reconstruction efforts since January

Canadians were also asked whether they recall seeing, reading or hearing about more specific elements of Canada’s mission in Afghanistan. Canada’s military operations in Afghanistan garners the highest awareness level, with three in four (75%) saying they clearly recall (46%) or vaguely recall (28%) seeing, reading, or hearing about these operations. This marks an increase since January (52%, 25% clearly, 27% vaguely). Nearly half (47%) say they clearly (21%) or vaguely (27%) recall seeing, reading, or hearing about Canada’s development or reconstruction efforts in Afghanistan (28% in January, 12% clearly, 16% vaguely). 

One in three (33%) say they either clearly (12%) or vaguely (21%) recall seeing, reading, or hearing about Canada’s diplomatic work in Afghanistan, which is also an increase from January (14% overall, 5% clearly, 9% vaguely). 
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Awareness of Canada’s military operations is higher in British Columbia (80%) and Ontario (77%), and lowest among Quebeckers (68%). It is also higher among older Canadians (peaking at 85% among those 55 years of age and older), and those who reside in urban areas (76% vs. 68% among rural).
There are higher levels of awareness of Canada’s development and reconstruction efforts among older Canadians (peaking at 63% among those 55 years of age or older), men (52% vs. 43% among women), and residents of Alberta (59%). 

Residents of the Atlantic provinces (44%) and Ontario (36%) express higher levels of awareness of Canada’s diplomatic work in Afghanistan, whereas Quebeckers are less likely to say they have seen, read, or heard about this (26%). Once again older Canadians (peaking at 46% among those 55 years of age or older), and men (36% vs. 30% among women) are also more likely to be aware.

Support for Canada’s activities in Afghanistan remains steady

Support for Canada’s activities in Afghanistan remains steady, with half (51%) supporting the mission, including one in five (21%) who express strong support. Support levels are virtually unchanged since January (52% overall support, 22% strong support).

Residents of Alberta express the highest levels of overall support (73%), while those of Quebec are less likely to support Canada’s activities in Afghanistan (32%) and most likely to express opposition (63% oppose).
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Support is higher among:

· Older Canadians (peaking at 56% among those 55 years of age or older); and,

· Men (56% vs. 46% among women).

Support for Canada’s military, diplomatic, and development and reconstruction work remains relatively stable 
When it comes to the three main activities in which Canada is participating in Afghanistan, development and reconstruction receives the highest level of support, followed by diplomatic work, and finally, military operations. 

Three in four Canadians (73%) either strongly (35%) or somewhat support (38%) Canada’s development and reconstruction efforts in Afghanistan, relatively unchanged since January (74% overall, 38% strong support, 35% somewhat). Slightly fewer (69%) support the diplomatic work being undertaken by Canada in Afghanistan (32% strong support, 38% somewhat), similar to support levels in January (67% overall, 30% strong, 36% somewhat).
Military operations receive the lowest levels of support, with about half (49%, 53% in January) expressing that they either strongly (21%, 23% in January) or somewhat support (27%, 29% in January) this aspect of the mission. These findings are relatively consistent with those from January.
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Regional variations in support/opposition to Canada’s work in Afghanistan

Looking across Canada, we see differences in support levels when it comes to the different activities in which Canada is involved in Afghanistan. Quebec expresses the lowest level of support (63%) for development and reconstruction efforts, and for military operations (26%). Alberta (85%) and British Columbia (78%) have higher levels of support for Canada’s diplomatic work. 
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Other notable differences include:

· Those with higher incomes are more supportive of each of the activities;
· Those with higher levels of education are more supportive of development and reconstruction, and diplomatic efforts;

· Older Canadians are more supportive of military operations and diplomatic work; and,

· Men are more supportive of military operations and diplomatic efforts.

Support for Canada’s activities in Afghanistan higher after more information given, yet slightly lower than in January

Respondents were provided with more detail about Canada’s involvement in Afghanistan, and then asked again about whether they support or oppose Canada’s activities in Afghanistan. More detailed information about the range of Canada’s activities in Afghanistan results in increased support (from 51% to 65% overall support). Strong support increases slightly (from 21% to 24%), however we see an increase of twelve percentage points when it comes to those who somewhat support Canada’s involvement (from 29% to 41%).  The more informed, or post-communication measure of support in January was 69 percent.
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Support is higher among those with higher levels of education (peaking at 71% among university graduates). Consistent with the other findings on support is highest in Alberta (81%), and lowest in Quebec (55%).
Few believe Canada is working in Afghanistan on its own; little change since January

Few believe Canada is working on its own in Afghanistan (5%), a wide majority (91%) correctly indicate that Canada is working with other countries to carry out development, reconstruction, and military activities. That said, there continues to be a vast underestimating as to the number of countries working alongside Canada in Afghanistan; 6-10 countries was once again the most popular estimate compared to the 36 countries other than Canada who are actually taking part in the mission. 
A wide majority (91%) also believe Canada is working in Afghanistan with UN approval (6% say without). This is up slightly from January (87% indicating that Canada was working with UN approval).
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Canadians aware that different countries have different roles in Afghanistan; little change between January and March 

As was the case in January, seven in ten Canadians (69%) agree that some countries limit what their Forces do in Afghanistan, such as not taking part in combat operations. A similar proportion (67%), believes that all countries should have a similar role in Afghanistan and take part in all types of operations (whereas in January 62% agreed with this statement).
Nearly two in three Canadians (64%) agree that some countries limit where their forces can go in Afghanistan, for example only operating in the North or South of the country (61% in January). Fewer Canadians (41%) believe that all countries have a similar role in Afghanistan and take part in all types of operations. This finding is unchanged from January.

Those with higher levels of educational attainment (peaking at 76% among those with university degrees), and those with higher household incomes (peaking at 76% among those who earn more than $60K) are more likely to agree that some countries limit what their forces do in Afghanistan. Residents of Quebec (56%) are less likely to agree that this is the case.

Older Canadians (peaking at 74% among those 55 years of age or older) are more likely to agree that all countries should have a similar role in Afghanistan and take part in all types of operations. 

Those with higher levels of educational attainment (peaking at 71% among those with university degrees) are more likely to agree that some countries limit where their forces go in Afghanistan. Quebeckers are less likely to agree with this statement (50%).

Those in Quebec (48%) and the Atlantic Provinces (53%) are more likely to agree that all countries have a similar role in Afghanistan, whereas those in British Columbia (35%) and Ontario (38%) are less likely to agree.
Half feel Canadian Forces currently see more combat but believe they should see the same amount as most other countries
Half of Canadians (49%) believe that the Canadian Forces currently see more combat duty than other countries, while one in ten (11%) believe they see less. Those most likely to say that the Canadian Forces currently fight more than other countries include:

· Older Canadians (peaking at 63% among those 55 years of age or older);

· Men (59% vs. 40% among women);

· Residents of Alberta (59%) and Ontario (54%), whereas those in Quebec (41%) and the Atlantic Provinces (39%) are least likely to agree;

· Those with higher household incomes (peaking at 54% among those who earn more than $60K).

Those most likely to say that Canadian Forces currently fight about the same amount as other countries include:

· Those in Quebec (49%) and the Atlantic Provinces (47%);

· Younger Canadians (peaking at 44% among those between the ages of 18 and 34); 

· Those with lower household incomes (peaking at 42% among those who earn less than $30K); and,

· Women (40% vs. 29% among men).

Those most likely to say that Canadian Forces currently fight less than other countries include:

· Those in British Columbia (18%) and Ontario (13%), and once again Quebeckers are least likely to agree (6%);

· Younger Canadians (peaking at 15% among those 18 to 34 years of age);

· Women (13% vs. 9% among men); and,

· Urban residents (12% vs. 6% among those in rural areas).
Women (33% vs. 24% among men) are more likely to agree the Forces should fight less than other countries. Residents of Ontario (30%) and British Columbia (34%) are also more likely to agree, whereas those in Alberta, (13%) are more likely to agree that they should fight more.
